The first alumni association of KGMC, founded in 1929, was the Old Boys Association, later known as KGMC Alumni Association. Much later, as our alumni spread far and wide, an International Association of KGMC Alumni was founded in 1989. Among its activities was hosting of National Georgian Meet every year on the campus and an International Georgian Meet every 2 years in an overseas location. In the past such venues have been Lucknow (1989), Toronto (1991), Lucknow (1993), London (1995), Lucknow (1997) and Los Angeles (July 1999). These overseas meetings were hosted by the respective satellite associations of North America, UK/Europe or Australia.
In 2006, after the Centenary Alumni Meet, it was decided to merge the two existing alumni associations as well as that of the Dental University (UPKGUDS) into a single Georgian Alumni Association. This now included all the past and present students and the faculty members of KGMC, KGMU, CSMMU & UPKGUDS. A Centenary Alumni Meet was held in the campus on 11th January 2006. The last meet was held in Mauritius in June 2007 and the next one will be held in Australia in March 2010. 

The International Georgians Alumni Meet 2010 is scheduled to be held  in Melbourne, Australia during March 20th 2010- March 30th 2010. Dr Abdul Khalid & Dr. Shashi Verma on behalf of the Australian  Georgians Alumni association has volunteered to coordinate the programme.
