Fellowship in Pediatric Intensive Care

Applications are invited for Fellowship in Pediatric Intensive Care at the Department of Pediatrics, CSM Medical University Lucknow.

 Preamble:  In recognition of the need to train doctors in “Pediatric Intensive Care”, the University has approved two  ‘Fellowships in Pediatric Intensive Care’ in the Department of Pediatrics. The general objective of these fellowships is sub-specialty training in cognitive, practical and technical aspects of pediatric intensive care. The training will be under the guidance and supervision of Professor Yogesh Govil and shall include a structured process that progressively transfers increasing level of responsibility for decision making, ensures continued training in practical aspects of care, and provides training in the administrative and management functions of PICU. It is particularly likely to benefit large organizations in both public and private sectors desirous of establishing Pediatric Intensive Care Units who want to train their pediatricians for this purpose.

Application Process : Applications are invited either on plain paper or through electronic mail that should include the candidate’s curriculum vitae and an essay not exceeding 1000 words stating the training he/she wishes to obtain, why he/she wishes to get the training and how the training will benefit their career/ mother institution.

Eligibility:  MD/ DNB/ DCH in Pediatrics from MCI recognized Institution. Preference will be given to sponsored candidates working in Public Sector Organizations. A certificate from the organization that the candidate is a permanent employee of the sponsoring organization and that he/she will continue to be paid salary during their fellowship should be enclosed. The University/ department is not obliged to pay a stipend.

Fees: There shall be no fees for the fellowship program. However, the sponsor of the fellow will have to pay a small administrative charge, i.e., Rs. 5000 in the Department/ University.

Selection Process: Following receipt of applications, the candidates may have to appear before an interview board in the University in the month of July, the exact time and venue for which shall be intimated later. No TA/DA shall be paid for appearing in the interview.

Duration, work and responsibilities:  The Fellowship will be of one year duration commencing from August 1, 2009. The Fellow will be working as full time Post PG trainee and will work similar to the Senior Resident in Pediatric Intensive Care. Depending on the day-to-day assessment that will include patient care, presentations in rounds and clinics, seminars, the Fellow will be awarded a certificate of having successfully completed the ‘Fellowship in Pediatric Intensive Care’.

Accommodation: Hostel accommodation may be provided, if available, on payment of hostel fee.
